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RENEWAL IN EZEKIEL: AN EXEGETICAL STUDY OF EZEKIEL 36-37 

Despite a sustained denunciation of Israel's infidelity in Ezekiel, a renewal is announced to him 
without requiring repentance. Ezek 36:23c-38 is one of the best-known texts from Ezekiel on this 

subject. In a particularly audacious tone, this oracle announces that Israel will definitively be 
made capable of fidelity. It is part of a literary whole that involves the rest of Ezek 36 and Ezek 
37. The contribution of Papyrus 967 suggests that Ezek 36:23c-38 is of late arrival in this part of 
the book. It also suggests that its insertion is part of a redactional process that is committed to 
offering, in each of its phases, a renewal, taking the previous theologies into account in its 
articulation. Ezek 36-37 turns out to be, ultimately, a succession of three literary stratifications 
corresponding to three models of renewal. We will show that these stratifications correspond to 
three different times, where the oracles of the past are reinterpreted to meet the challenges of the 
moment. We believe that this intra-biblical interpretation, despite what previous studies may have 
said, was more in the service of a theology than a political ideology. Our study comes to the 
conclusion that these stratifications are all attempts at giving an answer to a fundamental question: 
how to articulate the renewal of an Israel fundamentally incapable of fidelity with the principles 
and demands of the covenant of old? 
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
